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We now have floods in 5 States with 
significant damage and dislocations. I am 
pleased to report that the Bridge Family has 
responded magnificently. I know you will 
look at what can be done to raise more 
urgently needed funds. 

Any club or State Association running a 
"Fund Raising" event may run that event as 
a Red point event (B4c). There will be no 
charge for masterpoints for such an event. 
However for administrative reasons I ask 
clubs to submit the returns for the event to 
their State Master Point Secretary. 

The proceeds should be sent to any Fund 
being conducted in any of the 5 States. All 
monies will be gratefully received. 

It is important not only from a financial 
need but to reinforce our support for our 
fellow Australians in their hour of disaster.

I 
mentioned the problem of “no 
shows” at affiliated club 
congresses at the end of last 
year and I also mentioned my 
intention to ask the BAWA 
Management Committee to 
approve a change to our 
regulations to apply sanctions 
to players who enter congress 
and, without notice or reason, 
simply fail to turn up. This has 
now been done and the 
necessary changes made to the 
BAWA Supplementary 
Regulations. In short, if you 
enter a congress and fail to 
turn up without exceptional 
circumstances being able to 
explain your absence then 
BAWA and the club concerned 
will expect all entry fees to be 
paid in full. This must occur 
before entry is accepted to any 
other BAWA sponsored red 
point event. A medical 
certificate will suffice should 
players be unwell. 

I would urge all players 
interested in the Interstate 
Open Selection to read the 
relevant documents on the 
BAWA site. On the main page is 
a document entitled 2011 

Open Selection Format 
that explains the format of 
this year’s Open Selection. 
Directly underneath is a list 
of Current WAP Standings. I 
would remind players that 
a minimum of 6 WAP are 
required to enter the WAP 
playoffs in March. The 
format is a trial by the 
BAWA Tournament 
Committee who would be 
keen to hear your opinion 
on any aspect of the 
selection process. 

The BAWA Management 
Committee is currently 
working hard to develop a 
10 year Strategic Plan for our 
Association. Committee 
member John Aquino is using 
his considerable experience in 
this area to drive the process 
and we are confident that we 
will soon have a document 
which will guide the 
development of bridge in WA. 
Naturally, this is just the first 
stage, when the Draft Plan is 
complete it will go to all of our 
32 members for comment and 
then it will be released to the 
overall bridge playing 
community.  If

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M o re O n  Ps y ch es  
( an d  M o ro n  Psy ch es )  
b y  C h r i s  M u l l e y  

In the last edition, John Aquino gave an excellent 
exposition of psychic bidding. I thought (now that 
exam marking is over for another year) that it 
might be useful to add some of my practical 
perspectives on the matter. Having hung around 
with far too many disreputable youth players 
over the years, I have gained more than my fair 
share of experience with psychic bids. I thought it 
might be beneficial to outline the “common” 
situations in which people psyche and some of 
the mechanisms that Paul and I use to counteract 
the psyche. 

(1) Third hand (particularly non-
vulnerable) openings 

Paul and I do not change our methods to cope 
with this. The psycher (or should that be 
psycho?) is running a big risk that their partner 
won’t make a big raise – where they do, Paul and 
I will often have set up a forcing auction where 
we can “suggest defence” to our partner, and a 
very large number generally ensues. The only 
thing that I would suggest is to be a little bit more 
careful about “trap passing” at higher levels in the 
hope that partner will re-open with a double – 
where the opponents have psyched, partner will 
often have too many cards in the suit to re-open 
with a double. 

(2) (3x) – Pass – (3NT) 

This is a really common one – I do it myself fairly 
frequently. It is done with a fit for the opening 
pre-empt, so there is a safe point of retreat. It is 
often also used as a “semi-psyche” where the 
responder has a smattering of other cards so that 
3NT might make on a good day, and won’t be 
going for a big number if doubled. It is vital on 
this auction that you play a double of 3NT as 
takeout of their suit. 3NT is almost invariably 
based on a fit of some kind, even when it is bid to 
make. Partner will know you have a takeout 
double of the pre-empt and judges the auction 
accordingly. 

(3) (1x) – Pass – (New suit) 

This auction by the opponents can be suspicious 
for a couple of reasons. Firstly, they might have a 
game forcing raise, with no way to show it – 2C is 

notorious for this. The subsequent auction 
normally reveals this. Technically, people who do 
this should be alerting their opponents at the 
completion of the auction, but few do. When I see 
the completed auction, I usually ask if there was 
an initial game forcing raise available. If there is 
not they might simply hold a balanced, game 
forcing raise and I lead accordingly, including 
leading clubs if it looks right from my hand.  

Secondly (and more commonly, particularly at 
the 1-level) they might have a weak hand with a 
big fit for opener’s suit and be trying to put us off 
the scent by bidding a suit that they do not have. 
Paul and I have system here. It is not universally 
played, but I strongly recommend it, not least 
because it exposes psyches with ridiculous ease. 
The system is called “sandwich cue bids”. The 
idea is that Double and 1NT/2NT are “takeout” 
bids, showing both unbid suits, with Double 
showing an opening hand and the NT bids usually 
showing less than an opening hand. The key to 
this is that bidding either of the suits the 
opponents have bid is natural. This exposes 
psyches but also caters for “short” 1C openings – 
you can bid clubs naturally. You lose the ability to 
make a natural 1NT (15 – 18) bid on these 
auctions, but I can say that every time I have 
passed when holding that hand on this auction, it 
has given me a good score. If it is their hand, I 
have kept out of trouble and they never believe it 
when I keep coming up with more and more 
points on defence. If it is in fact a psyche it 
becomes crystal clear next time around ... and you 
now have a penalty double available, as light 
takeouts would have bid 1NT on the first round 
of bidding. I have never missed a making game by 
passing when holding a strong NT on this auction. 

If they bid (3x) – Pass – (3y), I don’t think you 
should play sandwich cues – you need a natural 
3NT on these auctions. 4y by me would be 
natural, but I don’t think I’ve ever done it. Most of 
the time, where they have psyched 3y on this 
hand, they would have been better off jumping to 
5x and make me try to work it out from there. 

(4) (1x) – Double – (New suit) 
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This is simply one in a huge category of psyches 
that are done, again usually with a big fit for 
opener’s suit. Paul and I have a simple rule to 
cover all of these situations. If the opponents bid 
a suit that we have promised with our takeout 
double, double by the other hand is for penalties, 
at all levels. That immediately exposes the psyche 
in all situations and uncovers our fit and our 
values, which makes it subsequently easier to 
decide whether to declare or defend. Again, 
usually the opponents would have 
made life more difficult simply by 
raising opener to the appropriate 
level. What they have done is given us 
a way of making a forcing bid that 
agrees a suit, something that we 
would otherwise have been unable to 
do. 

Conclusion 

Hopefully from this you can see a 
couple of things: 

It is useful to know the auctions where 
you should be on the lookout for 
psyches. 

It is even more useful to know what 
you are playing with your partner in 
these auctions. 

If you know what you are doing, in 
many cases the psyche has actually 
made your life easier, rather than 
harder. 

You might also note that Situation (2) 
is the only one where I have suggested 
that it is something that I do. That is 
because I can honestly say that it is 
the only situation where I think the 
potential benefits outweigh the 
potential detriment against people 
who know what they are doing. 

Finally, you always need to consider 
the opponents’ auction as a whole. 
When on defence think about the type 
of hand that they might have for the 
auction, and don’t rule out the option 
that they have psyched if they wind up 
in opener’s first bid suit.  

If you do all of that I have every confidence that, 
like me, you will look forward to people psyching 
against you, because you will know that the odds 
have actually been tilted in your favour. 
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Pre-empts – do not try them at home!   

No really it’s ok just leave the furniture covers on. 
 

Reese, one of the world’s 
most famous bridge players, 

and a great writer, teacher and personality, 
characterized pre-empts as a blunt sword.  (And 
indeed a pre-emptor often reminds one of a 
rampaging Viking as he rushes at you 
brandishing his broadsword). Australia’s greatest 
player, Tim Seres, also advocated and practised 
wide-ranging and frequent pre-empts.  Even most 
modern bidding systems are based on a variety of 
structured pre-emptive bids (multi- and weak 
twos, weak jumps etc; as well as standard pre-
empts). 

 If you are like me, you will understand why pre-
empts are such an important if difficult part of 
the game.  When the first bid I am presented with 
is a pre-empt (especially by the opponents) I 
know I am entering shark infested waters.  What I 
don’t know as easily as I would in a more 
moderate auction is precisely what action I 
should be taking.  Pre-empts give possibilities but 
often they can take them away.  The job of the 
pre-emptee(s) is to maximize their pluses and to 
contain damage -   in that order.  Unfortunately 
that is easier said than done.  

At the recent Golden West championships my 
partnership essayed enough pre-empts to make a 
purist weep. Without drawing a particular 
conclusion, my brother observed that that we 
gained imps on all these deals, and, for the 
opposition, any of the few creative pre-empts that 
they tried against us fared relatively well also. 

Judge these pre-emptive auctions for yourself…

When declarer failed (understandably), to pin the 
singleton ten of spades the contract went one off.  
It probably can never make in any event on heart 
forces.  Note however that five diamonds is the 
par contract and that, therefore, the datum 
should have been, if anything more in our favour.  
The slightly off-beat pre-empt did its job.  Overall 
plus 5 imps.

This board is a true pre-emptor’s dream hand.  
Almost every adventurous Australian champion 
says “always open 7-4-1-1’s high”.  This one is 
great because of its paucity of majors, its quality 
trump suit (as if there were quality anywhere 
else), and the pressure it is about to exert on 
the second hand.  Some may prefer the 
vulnerability to be more favourable (i.e. not equal 
nil as is the case) but this is an illusion of sorts.  
Truly favourable vulnerability may encourage 
actions neither side of the pre-empting pair may 
know how to deal with.  I would not bid this at 
unfavourable vulnerability but would still be 
sorely tempted at all vulnerable.  Anyway it was 
Michael’s call.  As you can see, North, feeling they 
probably had the balance of power, decided to 
double.  It is a questionable action to my mind, 
unless they play it for penalties, but in any event 
her correct bid is pass.  She may have 
inadvertently taken some inference from South’s 
failure to make a smooth pass over 5 clubs but 
the result was -500 and 9 imps to EW.

This is a very interesting hand because Michael 
chose to bid not three but four diamonds over 1 
Heart.  Most pairs playing weak jumps would 
simply bid three diamonds.  This does, however, 
give the opponents time to establish their best 
contract which is three no trumps or four hearts 
assuming you get the spades right.  In any event, 
four diamonds doubled was a great potential 
sacrifice against 3NT making and 4 Spades 
undoubled minus 3 for plus 300 was worth 13 
imps.

This is perhaps the hardest pre-empt hand of the 
tournament.  You are vulnerable against not in 
first seat and you only have six less than 
impressive clubs.  What to do?  You might hate 3C 
– I hate 3C and I bid it – yet here we made game 
while most NS pairs passed throughout.  The 
point about this hand is that you have one shot 
and one shot only – now!  So pass or forever keep 
your peace.  The chances of getting back into the 
auction and finding your cold game are very slim.  
Most pairs, after the initial pass, played four 
hearts east-west for one down with a few even 
making.  In any event the easy auction to 5 clubs 
earned 11 imps.

There is no doubt that declarer could have played 
the hand better but that is one of the other ugly 
side effects of the blunt sword.  Does the pre-
emptor (as he did in hand one, above) have a 
spade honour singleton or are the spades 4-0?  
Which suit should be pursued and how, in any 
event?  In an uncontested auction you may just 
win the heart lead; finesse a club and throw a 
losing diamond, ruff a club, establishing the suit, 
ruff a heart and play a now high club throwing 
the last heart loser.   West now does best to play 
the Ace of Spades but declarer will always now be 
one off, not the two as recorded at the table.  
Come to think of it, even with a three heart bid as 
most would make, I’d play the same line.    But the 

pre-empts always add to the pressure.  That was 
worth 10 imps to E-W.

Again, a tricky one for East-West given the 
unfavourable vulnerability, the first seat opening, 
and the 7-2-2-2 shape.  Still faint heart… 

Five diamonds required fairly minimal caution – 
an elimination in clubs and a spade finesse early.  
Then trumps drawn.  The heart finesse was also 
there as a fallback option, but proved to be 
unnecessary in this case.  That was 6 Imps to E-
W. 

CONCLUSIONS 

So those were the pre-empts from the Golden 
West.  They came to a total of 56 imps over nine 
rounds but, as you know, they can translate quite 
differently into the VIPs in a 12 board match.  
Pre-empts instill fear into all of us (including 
partner) so use them judiciously and with an 
outcome in mind.  Don’t just randomly bid long 
suits because you like the idea – have a plan.  
Sure if you do go overboard with such things I 
can assure you that you will only remember your 
lucky triumphs and your partner, likewise, will 
only recall your many disasters.  So yes, a blunt 
sword, but always with a wily and at least 
relatively demonic intent

Why did East choose a 2D response rather than 
1S? He was following the useful advice of Terence 
Reese: ‘Do not bid a bad suit with a strong hand.’ 
That did not turn out well here when West did 
not admit to the extra heart length. Perhaps a 3H 
bid over 2S would have enthused East more. 
After all, East can still bid 3NT over 3H with the 
clubs held and no fit for hearts.  

At the remaining table the 5-card multi-weak-two 
struck again:

There is no doubt that South’s opening, based on 
the vulnerability, gave East-West a hard time. 
Perhaps East might kicked on when West showed 
a very good heart suit by removing 3NT to 4H, 
but you can understand East’s concerns. Perhaps 
there is a diamond ruff on, perhaps South has HJ-
x-x-x, perhaps there are two spade losers. It is 
easy enough to talk yourself into the conservative 
option.

Your rating is an accurate measure of your 
current standing at bridge. It is accurate because 
it takes into account the strength of your partner 
and opponents. Ratings range from about 30 to 
about 70 with 50 being average.  The majority of 
players are in the range of 45 to 55.  

Consider this typical session recap: 

 

The +/- column shows how this session impacted 
on the players’ rating. The figure listed is the 
actual amount that will be added to, or subtracted 
from, their ratings. The seed column shows 
where the pairs were expected to finish in this 
session. 

With ratings, players have realistic and 
meaningful goals no matter what their standard. 
It is an achievement to perform above your rating 
no matter where you finish. What matters most 
to players is whether they have improved their 
rating. If you asked one of these players how they 
went today they would say I was plus this or 
minus that. Few would bother to mention their 
final placing or their percentage. 

Month end reports 

There is no real limit to the reports you might 
produce from the system but here are a few 
popular examples. 

Top rated 

This lists the members in order of their ratings, 
with the highest rated players first.  

Most improved ratings 

This lists the members in order of their ratings’ 
improvements, with the highest improvement 
first. When you print this to your printer it is 
possible to limit the output to one page if you so 
desire. 

Personalised letters 

All the information about a player is available in a 
database, making it easy to merge into personal 
letters for the players.  

Player statement 

This is a player’s performance in the last 
month. All the events they played during 
the month are listed with their rating’s 
impact shown for each event. The net 
impacts are also shown for the past 
months.

CONDITIONS OF ENTRY TO 
BAWA COMPETITIONS 

BAWA takes this opportunity to remind all 
players, new and established, of the attendance 
requirements when entering a BAWA event. 

Attendance: 

Entry to an event entails a commitment to play 
every session. Penalties may apply to pairs 
failing to arrive or failing to give 24 hours notice 
to the Tournament Director. Should unforeseen 
circumstances prevent attendance, it is the 
players' responsibility to arrange a suitable 
substitute. 

Substitutes: 

Proposed substitutions should be notified to the 
Director at least 24 hours prior to the session. 
Penalties apply to players who play with 
unapproved substitutes. (See the BAWA 
regulations for full details’

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The monthly global adjustment is applied to all 
ratings so that the average of all the ratings is 50.   

The history of the player’s rating is shown at the 
bottom, month by month. For each month there is 
the number of sessions played, total impact for 
the month and the latest rating.  

Master titles 

Players are awarded master titles as soon as their 
rating reaches certain levels. The first is for a 
rating of 44, then every three points thereafter up 
to 77, when you become a Grand Master, 5 star. 
While the player’s  rating might go up and down 
according to their recent performances, a Master 
Title is theirs to keep. It remains as recognition of 
a level of excellence that the player has achieved 

Frequent player scheme 

There is also a frequent player scheme built into 
the system, which you could choose to use or not. 
This is a loyalty program much the same as most 
businesses offer these days, especially airlines. 
Club members appreciate being rewarded for 
their loyalty and club organisers find it to be a 
useful promotional tool.

Mandurah Bridge Club has been 
participating in the Ratings System 
since it was introduced in 2006.  

For any club using ASE8 it provides a 
seamless way of tracking members 
standing based on their recent 
performance.  The month’s results are 
uploaded at the end of each month via 
the Internet and the updated Ratings 
file is downloaded automatically early 
in the new month. 

At the end of each session we produce 
a Ratings Report that provides details 
of how each member has performed 
compared with their seeding for the 
event. Our members look forward to 
comparing notes and it provides much 

pleasure to those players who rarely if ever win 
daily events. 

We also use the Ratings System to determine our 
Most Improved Player Award each year and it 
makes running Handicap Events simple. 

I am happy to talk with anyone about setting it up 
at their club.

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BAWA 2010 Fair Play / Player Award 
B y  J o h n  A q u i n o  

Sport – and this includes 
Bridge – is often a 
metaphor for life.  Bridge is 
best enjoyed when played 
ethically and with good 

grace.  While serious Bridge players play to win 
— it is a highly competitive game — the game is 
diminished where players strive to win at all 
costs.  Over the years an ‘etiquette’ for bridge 
which fosters fair play, sportsmanship, courtesy 
to ones fellow competitors, and other social 
proprieties has evolved.  Bridge governing bodies 
promote a game that is played not merely within 
the laws of the game but with its players adhering 
to ‘active ethics’. 

A trophy, called the ‘BAWA Fair Play / Player 
Award’ donated by Hilary Yovich, is 
based on these guidelines – “The 
award can be earned for a single act 
of outstanding fair play, or for the 
constant embodiment of the qualities 
of fair play, including courtesy, active 
ethics and sportsmanship.” 

 Richard Fox was awarded the 2010 
BAWA Fair Player Award.  He joins 
an elite group of past winners — 
Tony Menezes, Chris Mulley, Di 
Brooks and Roz Trend. 

Richard was nominated for the award by people 
who have played with him as both a partner and 
as an opponent and had experienced his 
demeanour at the bridge table over an extended 
period of time.  The award to Richard was not 
made based on any one act that warranted 
recognition for sportsmanship but rather for his 
sporting attitude over an extended period. 

Richard recently achieved ‘Life Master’ status.  He 
is passionate about the game and has played the 
game at Club, and State levels.  He has also 
competed in national events.  Richard regards 
himself as a ‘student of the game’ and 
continuously strives to improve his 
understanding of, and skill at, the game.  He has 
partnered a very wide range of people and is 
often seen at the bridge table nurturing the 
novice player and a few sessions later at a table 
holding his own with (and perhaps learning 

from) a grand master.  Richard has also recently 
taken up directing club sessions at the WA Bridge 
Club and is familiar with the laws that govern the 
game. 

While he competes aggressively he is always 
courteous to both his partner and opponents.  
Hands are never discussed at the table but 
reserved for a post-mortem after the session.  We 
have never seen him gloat in victory or leave the 
table as a sore loser. 

Richard presents both opponents and his partner 
with a ‘poker face’ and players are not able to 
read anything into his physical demeanour at the 
table. As his partner there have been many 
instances one of us has inadvertently hesitated or 
bid out of tempo.  Richard has never taken 

advantage of this.  At the slightest 
hesitation he has smoothly passed 
when he could have justifiably made 
a bid. 

There have also been many instances 
when opponents have failed to 
‘protect their cards’.  Richard has 
always politely pointed this out to 
the opponents and requested them 
to ‘hold up their hand’ so as not to 

take advantage of this carelessness. 

When the director is called by Richard to address 
an infraction at the table it is always with 
courtesy and the request is always accompanied 
by the word ‘please’. 

Richard is a great ambassador for the game.  He 
epitomises that rare combination of fair play and 
an ethical approach which in no way dampens 
the skill and keen competitive spirit he brings to 
his bridge.
